Those factors chteszcher just gave them
score; there was no reward to appreciate themr Aftelents asked to write
descriptive text on wall magazine in cycle |, themere 60,42% students who
paid attention, 47,92% students who responded éstopn, 52,08% students
who asked question, and 68,75 students who wergy lemthusiastic to do
assignment. Moreover, in cycle Il, the motivatioasaincreased, there were
85,42% .students who paid attention, 66,67% stisdemmo responded to

guestion, 64,58% students who asked question, 88tb#ents were being
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enthusiastic to do assignment. Those are any inepnemt of students’
motivation caused through wall magazine their wgtwill be seen by other
students. It seen like a reward because their ioreatill be displayed.
Automatically they will do their best in writing.

3. The improvement of students’ motivation also showmheir score in doing
the task. Students mean score in initial conditi@s only 56,98. During the
first cycle, students score mean was 64,81 anaguhe second cycle their
score mean was 72,29. The improvement of scorgaryecycle showed that
they had motivation. The main factors affectingtbuccess are the student’s
interest in wall magazine. Students tried to wdgscriptive text and make

wall magazine as well as possible.

B. Suggestions
Based on the result of the study, some suggestawasproposed. The
suggestions are addressed to the teacher, studeind®l and readers:

1. This finding can be used by the teacher, school readers as one way to
enrich the reference about improving the studentging skill in the second
year of junior high school.
