A. Conclusion
Based on the data, the researcher concludes thas#of information
gap technique to improve students’ ability in usiWgl-questions a classroom
action research at the eleventh grade students AN N Kudus in the
academic year of 2012/2013 can be applied to ntetistudents to improve
their ability in speaking and writing. It can beeseby the significant
difference from first meeting until last meeting.

This study concludes as follows:

1. Based on the implementation of information gap mémpie to teach
English WH-questions at Tigrade of MAN 2 Kudus. Activity of teaching
English WH-questions is seemed to be more amusitigresting, and
challenging since students with their pairs werallehged to be brave in
speaking in front of the class by make WH-questitmosn the text in
material such as recount text, narrative text, amalytical exposition text.
